Projekt plakatov Toleranca (The Tolerance Poster Show) je s pomocjo glavne gonilne sile,
ustanoviteljem in kuratorjem Mirkom Ilicem, od leta 2017 in prve razstave v Ljubljani, v tem
trenutku bil na turneji v vec kot 40 drzavah na 165 postavitvah. S svojimi mocnimi vizualnimi
sporocili o strpnosti in medsebojnem razumevanju je nastavil ogledalo vec kot 400.000 ljudem.

The Tolerance Poster Show project, with the help of its main driving force, founder and
curator Mirko Ili¢, has been on tour in more than 40 countries in 165 installations since
2017 and its first exhibition in Ljubljana, Slovenia. It has held a mirror up to more than
400,000 people with its powerful visual messages of tolerance and mutual understanding.

The project is part of an effort to promote respect
and reflection on the message of the word tolerance, in a world that is increasingly divided
on the basis of race, religion, sexual orientation and ethnic origin,” explains Mirko Ilic.
